February 11, 2026

Their
next step will be with the Conservation District.

Marissa Winder came to discuss the establishment of the Veterans’ Closet at the Blossburg
American Legion on S. Williamson Road. She thanked the members who came to view the
facility. This facility is the only one in the County and the next closest is in Wilkes-Barre, PA.
The Mayor complimented her on the facility and everyone remarked what a great idea it is for
Veterans’ who need assistance. He went on to say that she should be very proud of it and the
reason that Blossburg is such a great place to live is because of people like her.

Motion by J. Jones, Second by R. Bowens to adopt the County’s Solar Energy
Ordinance by Resolution. All in Favor.

New Business:

ATV — State Road Access: PennDot is requiring that a formal request be made in order to
access state roads for ATV usage to access trails. The County is working on this for the various
Municipalities and Townships in the area. After discussion, it was suggested that our Ordinance
may been to be amended once more information is provided by PennDot.

Tioga County Hazard Mitigation Survey: This survey is to be completed by 2027. The
County is working with municipalities and townships in the County regarding various hazard
mitigation areas. More information to follow.
